Hesapa ki Lakhota ki Thawapi (“The Black Hills Belong to the Sioux” in
Lakhota) was written in 1984 during yet another attempt by the American
government to fake away the Sioux's uranium-rich sacred land in defiance
of earlier treaties, it was revised for the Relache ensemble in 1989. The
piece is based on a Sioux Flag Song.
